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shifted to appropriate joint staffs or to subordinate

commands outside the seat of government.

(¢) LIMITATION ON FUTURE ADMINISTRATIVE REOR-
GANIZATION OF THE MILITARY DEPARTMENTS.—After the
reorganization required by this section is implemented, no re-
organization may bhe made within the Department of Defense
that would be inconsistent with the policies set forth in sub-
section (b).

SEC. 402. EXECUTIVE PART OF MILITARY DEPARTMENTS

(a) In GENERAL.—The executive part of each of the
military departments is composed of the following:

(1) The Secretary of the military department.

(2) The Under Secretary.

(3) The Assistant Secretaries.

(4) The general counsel.

(5) The Chief of Staff or, in the case of the De-
partment of the Navy, the Chief of Naval Operations
and the Commandant of the Marine Corps.

(6) The Vice Chief of Staff or, in the case of the
Department of the Navy, the Vice Chief of Naval Op-
erations and the Assistant Commandant of the Marine
Corps.

(7) Deputy Chiefs of Staff or, in the case of the
Department of the Navy, Deputy Chiefs of Naval Op-

erations.
