Central Intelligence, shall establish policies and procedures
with respect to the application of this section to the National
Security Agency.

“(3) The Secretary shall submit to Congress a report on
any revision of the policies and procedures established under
paragraph (2).

“$194. Combat support agency representatives: combatant
command headquarters

“Upon the request of the commander of a unified or
specified combatant command, the director of a combat sup-
port agency shall assign a representative of that agency to the
headquarters of that command.

“§ 195. Definition of combat support agency
“In this chapter, the term ‘combat support agency’
means any of the following:
“(1) The Defense Communications Agency.
“(2) The Defense Intelligence Agency.
“(8) The Defense Logistics Agency.
“(4) The Defense Mapping Agency.
‘“5) Any other defense agency designated as a
combat support agency by the Secretary of Defense.”.
