“(a) There are four Assistant Secretaries of the Navy in
the Department of the Navy. They shall be appointed from
civilian life by the President, by and with the advice and
consent of the Senate.

“(b)(1) The Assistant Secretaries shall perform such
duties and exercise such powers as the Secretary of the Navy
may prescribe.

“(2) One of the Assistant Secretaries shall be the Assist-
ant Secretary of the Navy for Manpower and Reserve Af-
fairs. He shall have as his principal duty the overall supervi-
sion of manpower and reserve component affairs of the De-
partment of the Navy.
