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“§ 5037. Assistant Chiefs of Naval Operations: detail;

duties

“(a) There are in the Office of the Chief of Naval Oper-
ations not more than three Assistant Chiefs of Naval Oper-
ations, detailed by the Secretary of the Navy from officers on
the active-duty list in the line of the Navy and officers on the
active-duty list of the Marine Corps.

“(b) The Assistant Chiefs of Naval Operations shall per-
form such duties as the Secretary of the Navy prescribes.”.

(b) ConrFORMING AMENDMENTS.—The tables of chap-
ters at the beginning of subtitle C and at the beginning of
part I of such subtitle are each amended by striking out the
